IRAN

We have been informed by one of our partner organisations that in the early hours of Boxing Day 25
Christians known to them were arrested in Tehran and other locations. Special security officers forcefully
entered homes and handcuffed the 25 before taking them away for interrogation. Among those arrested
were five married couples and a number of single women. One couple was separated from their two-year
old, and one mother was forced to leave the baby she was breastfeeding. After many hours of
interrogation 11 of the detained were released, the other 14 are still in prison. None of them has been
granted any legal representation and so far no charges have been made.

Please intercede for our brothers and sisters in prison in Iran. Pray they will experience the presence and
power of the Holy Spirit and have supernatural endurance and courage through this trial. Pray for peace
and wisdom during interrogations. Pray for their health. Pray for their families. Pray they will soon be
released without charge. Pray for protection for other Christians in Iran.

SUDAN

On Sunday ot January Southern Sudan will vote on whether to split from the north and thereby form its
own country. Pray for this will be a peaceful process and for political wisdom on both sides that will bring
stability.
